Has the musician(s) been contracted to play Postlude music (Yes/No)?  (the Postlude is the background music played after the ceremony, typically while guests are exiting)

Is there a walkable, handicap accessible pathway from the ceremony location to the cocktail hour location?

If there are stairs, how many?  

Please note: The harpist will require assistance moving the instrument in and out of the cocktail hour venue if there are stairs.
